SEAL REPLACEMENT GUIDE

Always refer to the proper pump's Parts List and
Installation, Operation and Maintenance Instructions
BEFORE attempting any maintenance.

In general, replace the entire seal assembly
including O-rings.

A mechanical seal is a precision device. Use care
when handling to protect the seal faces.

Keep all oil, grease and dirt off the seal faces.

If necessary, use a clean tissue (not a shop cloth)
and alcohol to clean the seal faces.

Before installing a new seal, clean the seal recess
area and remove any burrs or nicks from the shaft.
After cleaning, lightly oil the seal recess area and
shaft.

Use care when sliding the seal face or seat over the
shaft to avoid damage.

The drive tangs of the seal jacket, the notches in the
rotating seal face and the pin on the stationary seat
MUST all be properly engaged.

Replace the seal as shown in the appropriate pump
Installation, Operation and Maintenance Manual.
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
